The trip to Hobart and Bruny was excellent.  A bus trip up mount Wellington, wandering around south Bruny among the seals was highlights of the trip.

The committee is proposing a future trip Friday March 18th Sat. 19th and Sun.20th 2011 to Flinders Island. The airfare to Flinders would be $324 per person and Hotel (B&B)costs $110 per night. The hire of a 25 seat bus will be $400 plus parking in Launceston ($100) and Meals ($100).  This calculates to $690 per single person or $1160 double.
Guest Speaker:  Nick Wilson – Horsehead water ski club
Horsehead water ski club is the oldest continually operating ski club in Australia who in March 2010 broke the world record by pulling 114 skiers behind one boat 1 nautical mile.

Why did they do it?  There are not a lot of opportunities to promote water skiing on the world stage –it is not an Olympic sport or major international sport so gets little media coverage.  

Their recent attempts originated on a fishing trip when they saw the Gordon River cruise boat passed  and a comment was made as to how many skiers could that boat tow.  These comments lead to the designing of a boom which would give each skier their own rope (a requirement of the record). The design resulted in the construction of a boom that would cope with 120 skiers when towed behind the Grining families cruise boat “Eagle”. Unfortunately the boom failed on the first attempt.  The boom was modified by the addition of a length of gas pipeline 60 metres long.  This was attached to the original boom with gaffer tape and a 2nd attempt made.  Sadly this new boom bent and the record attempt failed.
The club took this back to the drawing board again to produce a new Aluminium boom reinforced by steel cables.  The water skis were also modified to reduce drag and thus reduce the force the boom had to support for attempt 3.  During this attempt 4 hemp ropes broke and resulted in abandonment of this attempt.

It was realised that $60,000 would be needed in order to continue with further attempts. The money was raised with $20,000 coming from sponsors, $20,000 form skiers ($220 fee each) and the balance was underwritten by the Horsehead water ski club.  The ropes were changed to dynex ropes, the boom supported by designed floats instead of ski biscuits and the first run of attempt 5 achieved 85 skiers completing the nautical mile.  A further attempt was made the same evening and though 101 set off only 99 completed the required journey.  Returning again for another attempt (no7) on the 27th March 2010 the weather interfered and only 97 managed the nautical mile.  On Sunday the 28th March 2010 a further attempt was made in perfect weather and this time 114 skiers completed the Nautical mile.
This is a fantastic achievement for a little club in Tasmania and gave great publicity to the owners of the boat – the Grining family.
